THE VINEYARD The 2021 vintage comes from a spectacular Syrah vineyard located on the 

Keremeos Bench perched above the river valley featuring mature vines, river 

rock and ferocious winds. This was also the first vintage of Syrah grapes we 

harvested from our premium Passion Pit Vineyard on the Cawston Bench.

The Vintage 2021 was the hottest growing season on record in British Columbia. It was 

the “Heat Dome” summer resulting in some of the earliest harvesting of 

varieties we ever experienced.

WINEMAKING 
NOTES

The grapes were hand harvested and then gently destemmed and lightly 

crushed into 2 ton open top fermenters where they were hand punched 2 

times per day until completion of natural fermentation. No commercial 

yeasts were used. The wine was then pressed to French oak barrels and 

concrete tanks. It was then aged carefully for 17 months before racking 

and bottling. No fining agents or filtration was used.

TASTING NOTES A beautiful and lively wine with deep dark cherries, smoked meat and spice 

on the nose. Classic Similkameen Valley minerality with dark fruits and a 

touch of white pepper on the palate. Soft ripe tannins close out a long 

finish. Elegant and versatile. Drink now through 2030.
